Bus Service


Bus service will be provided to/from the following stops.  Specific pick-up/drop off times will be communicated in August.  However, please plan on the morning pick-up to occur between 7:00-7:30 a.m.  Afternoon drop–off will occur between 5:00-5:30 p.m. as the bus will be held for one hour after dismissal to accommodate student need to meet with teachers and participate in after-school activities.

We anticipate that the bus service will be popular with many families.  As this service is being provided free of charge, we will have strict rules regarding attendance.  If you have signed your daughter up for the bus, it is expected that she will ride the bus to and from school every day.  Students who miss more than three days of bus service per semester risk losing their spot on the bus.  In the event that a student violates the attendance rule, and there are students on a waiting list for that bus route, the absent student will give up her seat on the bus.  The absent student will be placed on the bottom of the waiting list and, if her name comes up for a new seat, the family will be responsible for a $50 bus reinstatement fee before the student can return to riding the bus.  Buses do not wait for late students, so please plan to have your daughter at the bus stop at the assigned time.  Exceptions to the attendance rule may be made for student athletes who have game obligations after school.  The Athletic Director will address this need at the start of each athletic season.





In addition to this form, when school begins in August, families who are receiving bus service will be required to sign documents provided by Lakeside Bus Service – our transportation contractor.
